I.  Application Process
	Application Submission 
1. All applications must be completed in full and submitted to the Marketplace 
	Director before Friday, April 17th, 2009 to be considered.  Please include 
	the application fee with your completed application.  
2. Incomplete applications will not be considered, and will be promptly returned
along with the application fee.  
	Application Review

	Acceptance
1. Vendors selected for participation in the faire will be notified promptly by 
	mail.  
	Cancellation 
1. Vendors may choose to cancel their appearance after acceptance to the faire.  	Vendors must notify the Marketplace Director of their cancellation from 	the faire no later than 6:00 PM on April 17th, 2009 to receive a full 	refund of their vendor fee.  A notice of cancellation received after this 	time will receive no refund.   
II.  Review
	The Medieval & Renaissance Vendors Committee will review all submitted works.  
	1.  Reviewing will be done from the slides/photos provided by the applicant. 
	2.  All slides must be entirely representative of the works to be sold at the faire.   	Appeals to this process should be directed to Jennifer Torpie, Marketplace 	Director for the faire. 
	3.  All merchandise presented for sale must be nondiscriminatory and in good 	taste.  
	4.  No item may contain in any part emblems, logos, or trademarks related to the 
		Ohio State University including Buckeyes, Brutus, and any OSU symbols.  
		The Ohio State University Licensing Office regulates the use of such 
		symbols.  
	5.  No kit assembled merchandise, or items purchased and displayed for resale 
		will be allowed.  
** CMRF reserves the right to jury works at the faire itself and immediately dismiss any merchant who has violated this policy or misrepresented the work being sold.  If dismissed, no refunds will be given.

III.  Theme
	Craft items
	 	1. All crafts items offered for sale must have a medieval or renaissance theme. 				Please 	keep in mind this year’s theme is “1066: The Norman Invasion” 				and the sale of wares pertaining to this theme is encouraged.
	Clothing
		1.  Vendors are encouraged to dress in period appropriate clothing.  If you have 				questions as to whether your garb is appropriate, please contact the 				aforementioned Marketplace Director.  
		2.  No anachronisms should be present (i.e. no sunglasses, watches, cigarettes, 				cigars, smoking, etc.).  However, CMRF embraces personal individuality 				and adheres to a strict non discriminatory code.  Therefore, facial 					piercings, body art, unnaturally colored hair or other personal 					modifications will not be banned from this faire.  
	Miscellaneous 
1. Vendors are allowed to play period music in their booths.  However, CD 	players, speakers, iPods, etc. may not be visible to visiting patrons, and the 	volume must be low enough as to not interfere with faire performances.  
2. Hawking is permissible as long as it does interfere with faire performances.
3. No vehicles are allowed on the grounds after the beginning of the faire unless 
	permission is attained prior to the show.  

IV.  Conduct
The Medieval and Renaissance Faire is a family show. Therefore, the following restrictions must be followed. 
1. Please keep your language family friendly and child appropriate.  The use of obscenities or blatant sexual references will not be tolerated.  
2. Smoking of any kind (cigarette, cigar, etc.) is prohibited. 
3. Alcohol consumption is strictly forbidden!  Anyone found under the influence of alcohol will be dismissed from the faire immediately and escorted off the grounds.  If dismissed, no refund will be given.  
4. As previously mentioned, hawking is allowed.  However, please be courteous to other vendors (i.e.do not interfere with sales in other booths, say derogatory things about other vendors’ wares, etc.).  Use appropriate language and do not interfere with faire performances.
